Maximum input is 50,000 BTU/hr for both natural gas and 
propane. When the fi replace is installed at elevations above 
4,500ft,  and in the absence of specifi c recommendations 
from the local authority having jurisdiction, the certifi ed high 
altitude input rating shall be reduced at the rate of 4% for 
each additional 1,000ft. Maximum output for natural gas is 
33,540 BTU/hr at an effi ciency of 63%; and 34,000 BTU/hr 
for propane at an effi ciency of 61%. Minimum inlet gas supply 
pressure is 4.5 inches water column for natural gas and 11 
inches water column for propane. Maximum inlet gas pres-
sure is 7 inches water column for natural gas and 13 inches 
water column for propane. Manifold pressure under fl ow 
conditions is 3.5 inches water column for natural gas and 10 
inches water column for propane.

No external electricity (110 volts or 24 volts) is required for 
the gas system operation.  

Expansion / contraction noises during heating up and cooling 
down cycles are normal and are to be expected. Change in 
fl ame appearance from “HI” to “LO” is more evident in natural 
gas than in propane.

VICED BY A QUALIFIED INSTALLER  to conform with local 
codes. Installation practices vary from region to region and  it 
is important to know the specifi cs that apply to your area, 
for example: in Massachusetts State:
•  The fi replace damper must be removed or welded in the   
 open position prior to installation of a fi replace insert or   
 gas log.
•  The appliance off valve must be a “T” handle gas cock.
•  The flexible connector must not be longer than 36 inches.
•   A Carbon Monoxide detector is required in all rooms containing  
 gas fi red appliances.
•  The appliance is not approved for installation in a bedroom or  
 bathroom unless the unit is a direct vent sealed combustion 
 product.

Do not use abrasive cleaners to clean glass. Buff lightly with 
a clean dry cloth. The glass is 3/16” tempered glass avail-
able from your NAPOLEON® / Wolf Steel Ltd. dealer. DO

12/12 ROOF TERMINAL KIT GD611, FLAT ROOF TERMINAL 
KIT GD612. With fl exible venting, in conjunction with the 
various terminations, use either the 5 foot vent kit GD620 or 
the 10 foot vent kit GD630. These vent kits allow for either 
horizontal or vertical venting of the fi replace. 
The maximum allowable vertical vent length is 40 feet. 
The maximum number of allowable 8” vent connections is 
three horizontally or vertically (excluding the fi replace and 
the air terminal connections).
For optimum fl ame appearance and fi replace performance, 
keep the vent length and number of elbows to a minimum. 
The air terminal must remain unobstructed at all times. Ex-
amine the air terminal at least once a year to verify that it is 
unobstructed and undamaged.

CARE OF GLASS, AND PLATED PARTS

When venting, the horizontal run must be kept to a 
minimum of  16 inches or a maximum of   20 feet. If  a 20 
foot horizontal run is required, the fireplace must have 
a minimum vertical rise immediately off  the fireplace of  
57 inches.  FIGURES 2a-c. When terminating vertically, 
the vertical rise is a minimum 34 inches and a maximum 
40 feet above the fireplace. FIGURE 3.

VENTING

VENTING LENGTHS & AIR TERMINAL

For optimum performance, it is recommended that all 
horizontal runs have a minimum ¼ inch rise per foot.
Provide a means for visually checking the vent connec-
tion to the fireplace after the fireplace is installed.
Do not allow the inside liner to bunch up on horizontal 
or vertical runs and elbows. Keep it pulled tight. A 3/4” 
air gap between the inner and outer liner all around is 
required for safe operation.
Use a firestop when penetrating interior walls, floor or 
ceiling.
For safe and proper operation of  the fireplace follow the 
venting instruction exactly.
If  vertical rises greater than 57 inches are necessary, 
the increased rise must be deducted from the horizontal 
run.

For safe and proper operation of the fi replace follow the 
venting instuction exactly.
Deviation from the minimum vertical vent length can create 
diffi culty in burner start-up and/or carboning.
Provide a means for visually checking the vent connection to 
the fi replace after the fi replace is installed.
Vent lengths that pass through unheated spaces (attics, ga-
rages, crawl spaces) should be insulated with the insulation 
wrapped in a protective sleeve to minimize condensation.

Note: If for any reason the vent air intake system is disas-
sembled; reinstall per the instructions provided for the initial 
installations.

 1. Move the fi replace into position.
 2. Fasten the roof support to the roof 
using the screws provided. The roof 
support is optional. In this case the 
venting is to be adequately supported 
using either an alternate method 
suitable to the authority having juris-
diction or the optional roof support.

4. Insert the liners through the fi restop maintaining the 
required clearance to combustibles. Secure to the exterior 
wall and make weather tight by sealing with caulking (not 
supplied).

It is best to frame your fi replace after it is positioned and the 
vent system is installed. Use 2x4’s and frame to local build-
ing codes.

Blockage in vent. -  remove blockage. In really cold conditions, ice buildup may occur on 
the terminal and should be removed as required.

Incorrect installation. -  ensure correct location of storm collars.

Flames are consis-
tently too large or 
too small. Carbon-
ing occurs.

-  check pressure readings:
Inlet pressure can be checked by turning screw (A) counter-clockwise 
2 or 3 turns and then placing pressure gauge tubing over the test point. 
Gauge should read 7” (minimum 4.5”) water column for natural gas or 
13” (11” minimum) water column for propane. Check that main burner 
is operating on “HI”.
Outlet pressure can be checked the same as above using screw (B). 
Gauge should read 3.5” water column for natural gas or 10” water col-
umn for propane. Check that main burner is operating on “HI”.
AFTER TAKING PRESSURE READINGS, BE SURE TO TURN 
SCREWS CLOCKWISE FIRMLY TO RESEAL. DO NOT OVER-
TORQUE.
Leak test with a soap and water solution.
