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INTRODUCTION
This tool has many features for making its use more pleasant and enjoyable. Safety, performance, and dependability have 
been given top priority in the design of this product making it easy to maintain and operate.
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GENERAL SAFETY RULES

WARNING:

WORK AREA
n Keep your work area clean and well lit. Cluttered

The dual random orbit allows you to choose between two 
orbits: the lower orbit setting produces a finer surface 
finish, while the higher orbit setting increases the removal 
rate.

ADJUSTING THE HANDLE
See Figure 2.

To adjust the handle:

n Unplug the sander.

n Loosen and remove the handle by turning the dial 
counterclockwise.

n Move the handle to the desired position.

n Tighten the handle by turning the dial clockwise.

ADJUSTING THE ORBIT DIAMETER
See Figure 3.

To adjust the orbit diameter:

n Unplug the sander.

n Press and hold the locking button.

n Turn the backing pad counterclockwise until the button 
locks into position.

n Turn the backing pad an additional 180º until you can 
feel the backing pad lock into position.

n Release the locking button.

 NOTE: To determine the orbit of the sander, rotate 
the backing pad counterclockwise with your hand and 
look down on the sander from directly above the motor 
housing. If you can see the red backing pad top, the 
orbit is 1/4 in. If you cannot see the red backing pad 
top, the orbit is 1/8 in.

ADJUSTING THE SPEED
See Figure 4.

Adjust the speed by rotating the speed selection dial. The 
dial is conveniently located on the motor housing.

To adjust the speed:

n Unplug the sander.

n Choose one of these options:
  n Increase the speed: Turn the dial to a higher 

setting.
  n Decrease the speed:  Turn the dial to a lower 

setting.
Recommended speed settings are as follows:

Speed       Surface/Application
1 - 3           plastic, plexiglass
3 - 4           metal finishing, old paint removal
5 - 6           wood/coarse and fine sanding

ATTACHING VELCRO® SANDING DISCS
See Figure 5.

To attach Velcro sanding discs:

n Unplug the sander.

n Align the holes in the sanding disc with the holes in the 
hook and loop backing pad.

n Press the sanding disc against the backing pad as 
firmly as possible.

 NOTE: To provide for best adhesion, we recommend 
that you clean the backing pad and the sanding disc 
backing occasionally by brushing them lightly with a 
small brush.

ATTACHING THE DUST BAG
See Figure 6.

The dust bag provides a dust collection system for the 
sander. Sanding dust is drawn up through the holes of 
the sanding disc and collected in the dust bag during 
sanding.

To attach the dust bag:

n Unplug the sander.

n Fit the front tabs on the dust bag into the slots in the 
front of the dust bag support.

n Press the the dust bag into the hole of the dust bag 
support.

n Fit the elastic band on the dust bag over the tab of the 
dust bag support.

n Slide the dust bag support onto the blower exhaust 
using a slight twisting motion.

CORD RETAINER
See Figure 6.

At the rear of the Plastic dust bag holder is a cord retainer. 
The power cord may be pressed into this retainer to keep 
the cord in place while the tool is in use.

ATTACHING THE SANDER TO A VACUUM
See Figure 7.

To attach the sander to a vacuum:

n Unplug the sander.

n Remove the dust bag from the sander.

n Attach the vacuum adaptor to the blower exhaust on 
the sander.

n Attach the vacuum hose to the vacuum adaptor.

TURNING ON/OFF THE SANDER
See figure 8.

To turn on/off the sander:

n  Turn on the sander: Press the trigger switch.
n  Turn off the sander: Release the trigger switch.

LOCKING ON THE SANDER
See Figure 8.

The lock-on feature allows you to lock the trigger switch in 
the On position. Locking the trigger switch on allows you to 
operate the sander for extended periods of time.

If you have the lock-on feature engaged during use and the 
sander is accidentally disconnected from the power supply, 
disengage the lock-on feature immediately. Also, do not lock 
the trigger switch if you might need to suddenly stop the 
sander.

TRIGGER SWITCH

LOCK-ON BUTTON
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WARNING:
Collected sanding dust from sanding surface 
coatings such as polyurethanes, linseed oil, 
etc. can self-ignite in the sander dust bag or 
elsewhere and cause fire. To reduce the risk of 
fire always empty the dust bag frequently (10-15 
minutes) while sanding and never store or leave 
a sander without totally emptying its dust bag. 
Also follow the recommendations of the coatings 
manufacturers.

To empty the dust bag:

n Unplug the sander.

n Remove the dust bag from the sander.

n Remove the dust bag from the dust bag support.

n Unzip the dust bag.

n Shake out the dust.

n Install the dust bag on the dust bag support. Refer to 
“Attaching the Dust Bag” earlier in this manual.

n Attach the dust bag support to the sander.

OPERATION

WARNING:
Before connecting the sander to a power supply, 
make sure it is not in the locked-on position. Failure 
to do so could result in accidental starting of the 
tool resulting in serious injury.

To lock on the sander:

n    Depress the trigger switch.

n    Push in the lock-on button.

n    Release the trigger switch.

n    Release the lock-on button.

NOTE: To release the lock, depress the trigger switch.

OPERATING THE SANDER
See Figure 9.

To operate the sander:

n Secure the workpiece to prevent it from moving under 
the sander.

WARNING:
Unsecured workpieces could be thrown towards 
the operator causing injury.

WARNING:
Keep your head away from the sander and the 
sanding area. Your hair could be drawn into the 
sander causing serious injury.

n Place the sander on the workpiece so that all of the 
sanding disc surface is in contact with the workpiece.

CAUTION:
Be careful not to let your hand cover the air 
vents.

n Turn on the sander and move it slowly over the 
workpiece.

n Make successive passes in parallel lines, circles, or 
crosswise movements.

n Turn off the sander and wait until the sanding disc 
comes to a complete stop before removing it from the 
workpiece.

EMPTYING THE DUST BAG
See Figure 10.

For more efficient operation, empty the dust bag when it is no 
more than half full. This will permit the air to flow through the 
bag better. Always empty and clean the dust bag thoroughly 
upon completion of a sanding operation and before placing 
the sander in storage.

Electric tools used on fiberglass material, wallboard, spackling 
compounds, or plaster are subject to accelerated wear and 
possible premature failure because the fiberglass chips 
and grindings are highly abrasive to bearings, brushes, 
commutators, etc. Consequently, we do not recommended 
using this tool for extended work on these types of materials. 
However, if you do work with any of these materials, it is 
extremely important to clean the tool using compressed 
air.

WARNING:
Always wear safety goggles or safety glasses with 
side shields during power tool operation or when 
blowing dust. If operation is dusty, also wear a 
dust mask.

Lubrication
All of the bearings in this tool are lubricated with a sufficient 
amount of high grade lubricant for the life of the tool 
under normal operating conditions. Therefore, no further 
lubrication is required.

Brush Replacement
See Figure 11.

n  Unplug the sander.

WARNING:
Failure to unplug the tool could result in accidental 
starting causing possible serious injury.

n  Remove screws (5) from top cover of sander.

n  Remove top cover.

n  Disconnect black lead terminals from brush tubes.

n  Remove brush assemblies (2).

n  Check for wear. Replace both brush assemblies when 
either has less than 1/4 in. length of carbon remaining. 
Do not replace one side without replacing the other.

n  Reassemble using new brush assemblies. Make sure 
curvature of brush matches curvature of motor and that 
brush moves freely in brush tube.

n Reassemble by reversing the steps listed above.

n Tighten all screws securely. Do not over tighten.
