Placement

Truesubwoofersoperateat extremely low frequencieswhichareprimarily
omni-directional. Whileitisrecommended that the subwoofer be placed
on the same plane as the satellite speakers, room and system conditions
often dictate otherwise. Keepin mindthat frequency responseand output
level can be drastically influenced by placement, depending on the
acoustic propertiesof thelisteningroom. Typically, theoptimum|location

for a subwoofer istucked away in a corner of your listening room. This
location will usually offer the greatest output levels and optimum low
frequency extension. Theworst location for asubwoofer istypicaly far
away from any walls, and close to the center of your room. Avoid these
locations when possible. When using a pair of Velodyne subwoofersin
stereo, it ispreferableto place each subwoofer by the satellite of the same
channel.

Caution! Thissubwoofer haselectronicsbuiltintothecabinet. Donot
place the cabinet next to sources of heat such as furnace registers,
radiators, etc. Donot placetheunit near sourcesof excessive maisture,
such asevaporativecoolers, humidifiers, etc. Thepower cord shouldbe
routedin such awaythatitwill not bewalkedon, pinched, or compressed
in any way that could result in damaging the insulation or wire.

UsetheL INE L EVEL jackswhenconnectingyour subwoofer toapre-amp,
signal processor, line-level crossover, or receiver with pre-amp level
outputs.

Thisswitch alowsthe electronic crossover circuitry to be removed from
the signal path. Thisisrequired in certain installations which route the
signal through external processorswith a crossover circuit of their own,
such asthenew digital units. Simply movetheswitchto SUBWOOFER
DIRECT to disengage the built in crossover. For all other installations
which do not have a separate electronic crossover, we recommend you
leave the switch set to INTERNAL X-OVER to provide optimum
performance.

Autoturnonfunction

With this function in the "auto" position, your subwoofer can be safely
left withthemain power switch on continuously. Thesubwoofer will turn
itself on automatically when an audio signal is present. If no signa is
present for approximately 10 minutes, theunit will switchto standby mode.
While in standby mode, your subwoofer will draw very minimal power.
This function can be disabled by leaving the switch in the"on" position.

Power switch

Themaster power switchislocated onthelower half of theunit. Thisrocker
style switch is the main on/off for the unit. This switch should be set to
position 1 (up) for on, and 0 (down) for off. If theunitistobeleft unused
for an extended period of time, the master power switch should beturned
off.

Subwoofer outputs

TheV elodyne subwoofer isdesigned to operate using thefull rangeaudio
signal for input when using the built-in crossover. Some processors/
receivers, have a "subwoofer out" jack that is internally filtered and
designed to be used with a conventional amplifier and speaker. In some
rare cases, combining both an external crossover and the one internal to
the subwoofer may result in low output and increased noise. In these
installations you may need to bypass the internal crossover in either the
processor or Velodyne subwoofer. In someinstallations, simply setting
onecrossover toahigher frequency (suchas120Hz) will restoremaximum
performance. To bypassthe subwoofer'sinternal crossover whentheunit

Line-level Connection - Option A

Figure 1 shows connection from your home theater receiver to the LFE
input on the back of your subwoofer. When the subwoofer isinstalledin
thisfashion, all of thelow frequency informationfrom your "LFE Out" or
"Subwoofer Out" ontheback of your receiver will passintoyour Velodyne
subwoofer. This connection is the most common connection method
when using your subwoofer with a5.1 receiver. (Cable needed: 1 mono
RCA cable.)

Note: If not using an external crossover, you should use the built-in
crossover for optimal performance. When usingasinglechannel input
(such asasurround sound processor'ssubwoofer out or LFE), theauto
on/off circuit sensitivitywill beaffected. When oneinput channel isused
instead of two, theunit will seelower signal levelspresent at theinputs.
Thismay causetheunittoturn off when listening at low volumelevels.
Ifthisoccurs, simplyusea" Y" adapter (availablefrom most dealers) to
allow your processor's single sub line to be fed into both L&R inputs.
Thiswill make the unit turn on at lower signal levels.

Line-level Connection - Option B

Figure 2 shows connection from apre-amplifier's main outputsto thel eft
and right inputs of your Velodyne subwoofer. You will also need to
connect asecond pair of RCA cablesfrom the outputs on the back of your
subwaoofer totheinputsontheback of your amplifier. Whenthesubwoofer
isinstalled in thisfashion, your satellite speakers will be crossed over at
80Hz which removesthelower bassfrom frequenciesfrom your external
amplifier and speakers, enabling them to do a better job reproducing the
higher frequencies. By utilizing thismethod, youwill haveabi-amplified
system, gaining improved power and headroom for your system. This
installation method is not as common as the method described in Figure
1. (Cableneeded: 2 stereo pair of RCA cables.)

Figure 3 showsan easy way to connect your Vel odyne subwoofer directly
toyour receiver or integrated amplifier, if itlacksline-level outputs. You
may also connect your satellitesdirectly toyour receiver or amplifier along
withthesubwoofer. Y our receiver or amplifier will not noticetheadditional
load of the suboofer due to the high input impedance.

Subwoofer Outputs

TheV elodynesubwoofer isdesignedto operate using thefull rangeaudio
signal for input when using the built-in crossover. Many home theater
processors/receivers(Dolby Digital, DTS, THX) havea"subwoofer out"
jack that isinternally filtered and designed to be used with a powered
subwoofer. Intheseinstallations, you may bypasstheinternal crossover
in either the processor or the VV elodyne subwoofer. Insomeinstallations,
it may bebeneficial tohaveasteeper ultimatecrossover slope. Todothis,
you can use both your processor's crossover and the one internal to the
Velodynesub. Y oushould stagger thefrequencies, (i.e., 120Hz sub, 80Hz
processor) for best results.

To bypass the subwoofer'sinternal crossover when the unit is being fed
alow passsignal from another crossover, simply locatetheswitch marked
INTERNAL X-OVER/SUBWOOFERDIRECT ontherear panel of the
subwoofer and set to the SUBWOOFER DIRECT position. Thiswill
eliminate the internal crossover from the signal path.

| nterconnect Cables

When installing your new Velodyne subwoofer using the line level
connections, you should always use shielded phono cables. There are
many decent cablesavailabletoday, most any of whichwill work perfectly
well. We do recommend that you keep the length of cable as short as
possible to avoid any potential noise problems.

When using speaker level connections, useadecent quality speaker cable
that mates well with the connectors. Be very careful to avoid any loose

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strandsor frayedwireswhichmay resultinashort, which may damageyour
equipment. Cables of extremely large size are typically not required.
Extremely large gauge wire may not properly fit in the binding posts,
resulting in a poor connection and possible short circuits.

Careof Your Subwoofer

Your Velodyne subwoofer does not require any regular maintenance.
Normal dusting or cleaning of the surfacefor appearance purposesareall
that isrequired. We suggest you avoid any harsh detergentsor chemicals
when cleaning the cabinet. Abrasives, detergents, or cleaning solutions
may damagethefinish onthecabinet. Werecommend using only adamp
cloth to clean the cabinet.

Duringnormal conditions, your new subwoofer may beleft on continuously

without any problems. Theunitisequippedwithasignal-sensingturnon/
off that will automatically turn on the unit when asignal is present at the
inputs and turn off the unit after several minuteswhen thereis no longer
any signal at theinputs. If you plan to leave the subwoofer unused for an
extended period of time, werecommend that you turn off themaster power
switch on the rear panel.

Protection Circuitry

Your new subwoofer is equipped with special protection circuitry to
providemaximum performancewithgreatest reliability.

The unit is protected against:

1) Overdrivingthespeaker or amplifier.
2 Overheatingtheamplifier.

3 Excessivedropin power linevoltage.

The first type of protection circuitry which prevents overdriving of the
speaker or amplifier operatesconstantly without being audibleunder most
situations. In some extreme situations (sustained high output levelssuch
aspro sound usage), the unit may shut down momentarily. Thisindicates
operation of thethermal or undervoltageprotectioncircuitry. If thisshould
happen, you should reduce the volume setting or shut the unit off until

normal operating conditions return. Y ou may also want to plug the unit
into adifferent wall outlet, as dropping power line voltage will be most
noticeabl e under strenuous conditionsand may result in the unit shutting
downintermittently.

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Troubleshooting and Service

4. Isunit receiving an input signal from your source?

5. Haveall controlson subwoofer (volume, crossover, phase, etc.) been
properly set?

6. If unit hasbeenrunning at high level sfor an extended period of time,

one of the protection circuits may be engaged.
* Isthebuilt-in amplifier extremely hot to thetouch?
* Isyour power line voltage sagging below acceptable levels?

If the protection circuitry is active, the unit may cycle on and off until
operating parametersreturntonormal. Under moreseriousconditions, the
unit may shut off completely. Normal operation should return upon
cooling, but you may be required to turn the power off and then on again
to reset the unit.

Thefollowing conditions require service by aqualified technician:

1 The power cord has become damaged.

2. Theunit does not appear to operate normally or exhibits amarked
changein performance.

3. The unit has been exposed to water.

4

Some part of the cabinet or circuitry is physically damaged.
