3.1 Moving and resizing

You can adjust the size of the TV screen by clicking and dragging on its edges with your mouse. You can move the
interface around your screen by clicking and dragging anywhere on the interface. To switch to a full-screen

display, double-click on the TV picture. Double click again to switch back to the previous view.

3.2 Choosing your video source

3.3 Channel buttons
On the left-hand side of the interface you will find the channel buttons; use them
to change channels. With the +/- buttons, located at the bottom of the channel

numbers panel, you can add or delete a tuned channel from your Channel List.

3.4 Volume control
The +/- signs at either end of the volume control let you increase or decrease the
volume level.

AutoScan, click on the button again and click OK.

3.7.3 Change Skin button

Clicking the Change Skin button gives you a different view of the PVR software. Clicking on the button again will

cycle through available views.

3.7.4 Snapshot button

When you click on Snapshot, the Typhoon TV PVR Universal will take a picture of the current frame appearing on

your monitor, and the snapshot will be saved in your Gallery.

3.7.6 Audio settings button

When you click the audio settings button, a dialog box opens that allows you to set your audio preferences —
balance, bass, treble, and volume. Also in this dialog box, “Audio Reception” allows you choose whether to play
audio from TV programs in stereo or mono. Additionally, if a TV station broadcasts its programs in more than one

language, you can use the language buttons to choose the language you prefer.

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3.8 How to record a program

watching it, and lets you control the TimeShifting feature.

The TimeShift Function allows you to pause, fast forward, or rewind a program while you are watching it. To start

a TimeShift recording, click on the red Start/Stop TimeShift button.

When in TimeShift mode, the Time Slider will appear in the horizontal bar above the TimeShift button. The bar
shows how much video is currently recorded, and the gray square is your current position. Dragging the slider to

the left rewinds the video, dragging the slider right fast-forwards the video up to what is currently playing.

The other controls are Play, Pause, Stop, Skip to Beginning, and Skip to End. Clicking on Pause will pause the
video, and you can resume watching by clicking on Play. Skip to Beginning will go to the beginning of the recorded
video, and Skip to End will skip to the end of the recorded video. (what is currently playing) To stop TimeShift
mode, you can click on Stop or on the red Start/Stop TimeShift button. You cannot change channels while

TimeShifting.
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3.10 The Gallery
The gallery is a shortcut to the location on your hard drive where video files and snapshots are stored. You can

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FAQ

Q: During the initial TV channel scanning just after installation, why does the scanning stop halfway?

A: Basically, there are 2 possibilities. a) Due to poor signals through the antenna — Ensure that the antenna
cable is directly from the main point and not using a splitter, b) the USB ports do not have sufficient power —
connect the TV PVR to the system main USB ports and not through USB Hubs. For the same reason, it is
why that the system requirements are set high. Newer mainboards can support up to 8 USB ports. Older
mainboards can only support 2 or 4 USB ports. For Notebooks, the requirements are even stricter. The

Notebook should be of Intel® Pentium® IV class to ensure that the mainboards used are the latest.

Q: Why do you need two USB interfaces for the TV PVR Universal?

A: For desktops of new generation mainboards do not require two of the USB plugs to be used, just the main
connector is sufficient. This is because USB 2.0 ports on newer mainboards are 100% compliance to the USB
2.0 specifications. Older mainboards might claim to support USB 2.0 ports but in reality, they were released
before the USB 2.0 specifications really come to effect. The main issue is due to the USB 2.0 port providing
the correct amount of power to the TV PVR Universal. For Notebooks, most of these ports do not match the

requirements, so two of the connectors must be inserted to ensure enough power to the TV PVR Universal.
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Q: I have set the correct Country type in the Setup configuration, but why I cannot receive any TV signals?
A: First, check the antenna signal and ensure the signals are strong. Secondly, do not use any antenna splitter,
as this will degenerate the signal strength. After the Setup and if not signal are found, try rebooting and

check again. If necessary, do the auto-scan again.

Q: I can receive my TV channels but why is there snow, or tiny colored dots on the preview window?
A: Ensure the antenna cable is directly to the TV PVR Universal. Do not use any splitter as this is subjected to

interference from the surrounding thus inducing the disturbances.

o

I am using S-Video connections to record my Videos but why is it in black-n-white, even in the preview
window?

A: Check the entire cable connection all the way to the source and ensure it is correctly rigged to S-Video
connection. If you have use the Composite interface in either the Source or on the TV PVR, the result will be
black-n-white playback. Vice versa, if you connect using Composite interface and set the TV PVR application

to S-Video (AV IN), the resulting image will also be black-n-white.

I can view the TV channels but there is no audio.

o

A: Ensure the Sound properties in Windows have set the audio level to your preferred listening level. Also check

the box for “Use preferred devices” to ensure that your sound card is the main device.
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Q: Why are the System Requirements so high?

A: Basically, at the point of release of this manual the fastest CPUs are the 3.0GHz systems. The TV PVR is
sufficient for Intel® Pentium® IV 1.8GHz and faster. The main driving issues are the speed of the USB Bus
through the system for previewing and fast graphics processing enough to do recording. A lower specification
might still do the job, but you might have performance lag due to older USB Bus, or slow CPU process power,

or even older Graphics card which cannot overlay correctly the video on screen.

o

After auto-scan or during auto-scan, why does the application hang?

A: When auto-scanning is activated, the CPU resources are needed and if either the signal is poor or USB ports
do not have enough power to provide the processing — then the system might hang. Simply reboot the system
and change the USB connection position. The best is to connect to the number 3 and 4 USB ports. Also ensure
the antenna cable is directly routed and not from a splitter unit.

Q: After scanning, the system hanged and no images but audio is heard.

A: Reboot the system first and launched the Typhoon PVR application. If the station is heard but no image at all,

click on the Setup button below the interface panel. Go to the Recording Settings, and change the option to

either MPEG2 or MS-MPEG4. Check if the image appears. If the Station image appears, change the option
back to MPEG1 to check. This symptom is likely due to memory issues with the Graphics and system

allocations.
