There is no power to the device.

. Ensure that the battery pack is fully charged.

The device does not play.

. Ensure that a supported disc is loaded in the player label-side up.

. Ensure that the disc’s rating level does not exceed the player’s.

. Ensure that the disc is not damaged or too dirty. Clean the disc or try another disc.

. Moisture may have condensed inside the player. Remove the disc and leave the player on for
1-2 hours and then try again.

There is no picture.

. Press the LCD On/Off button to ensure that the LCD Display has been turned on.

. Ensure that the TV set has been powered on and is set to the correct AV mode.

. Ensure that the connections between the player and the TV are secure and correct.
. Check if the connection cables are damaged.
