Use the battery 
operation only when the unit is in mobile. 

The Dynamic Bass Boost System(DBBS) enhances the low 
frequency(Bass) response of the output. Set the Volume to  
low listening level and press DBBS switch in the direction of
the arrow to turn this function ON.

Note: Some CD's with DBBS may exceed the bass response 
capacity and can cause distortion. To avoid this, 
do not play DBBS in high volume. Playing  DBBS in 
high volume may cause damage to the headphone 
andmore importantly, to your hearing. 

Hearing experts advise against the constant use of personal 
stereos played at high volume. Constant high volume use 
can lead to hearing loss. If youexperience ringing in the 
ears or hearing loss, discontinue use and seekmedical 
advice.
