WARNING

To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or injury:

Do not use outdoors or on wet surfaces.
Do not operate the vacuum cleaner or charger that has been damaged in any way.

If vacuum cleaner is not working as it should, has been dropped, damaged, left
outdoors, or dropped into water, return it to a service center.

To avoid excessive heat and damage to the unit or batteries, do not operate the
vacuum cleaner while in the charging stand.

Do not allow to be used as a toy. Close attention is necessary when used by or near
children.

Use only as described in this manual.

Use only the charger provided to recharge; Eureka model 514 for 120 volt.

Do not pull or carry the charger by cord, use cord as a handle, close a door on cord,
or pull cord around sharp edges or corners. Keep cord away from heated surfaces.
Do not use extension cords or outlets with inadequate current carrying capacity.
Do not unplug by pulling on cord. To unplug, grasp the charger, not the cord.

Do not handle charger or vacuum cleaner with wet hands.

DO NOT MUTILATE OR INCINERATE BATTERIES AS THEY WILL EXPLODE AT
HIGH TEMPERATURES.

Leaks from battery cells can occur under extreme usage or termperature conditions.
If the liquid gets on the skin (1) wash quickly with soap and water or (2) neutralize
with a mild acid such as lemon juice or vinegar. If the liquid gets into the eyes, flush
them immediately with clean water for a minimum of 10 minutes. Seek medical
attention. NOTE: The liquid is a 25-35% solution of potassium hydroxide.

The terminal on the vacuum cleaner should be kept free and clean of objects. While
there is no shock hazard from the terminal, a burn could occur if metal objects are
inserted into the terminal area.

This vacuum cleaner creates suction. Keep hair, loose clothing, fingers, and all parts
of body away from openings and moving parts.

Do not pick up anything that is burning or smoking, such as cigarettes, matches, or
hot ashes.

Do not use without a filter in place. When servicing the unit, never put fingers or other
objects into the fan chamber in case the unit would accidentially be turned on.

Use extra care when cleaning on stairs.

Do not use to pick up flammable or combustible liquids such as gasoline, or use in
areas where they may be present.

Locate the wall bracket indoors in a cool, dry area not exposed to the weather to
avoid electrical shock and/or cleaner damage.

Keep your work area well lighted.
Unplug electrical appliances before vacuuming them.

Your vacuum cleaner has a special bracket designed Charger Socket
to hold the unit, so that it may recharge while mounted
on the wall.

How to Mount your Vacuum Cleaner .

Cleaner hangs in bracket with the nozzle end down.
Mount on a wall where there are no dangerous objects
hidden beneath the wall surface like electrical wires,
pipes, etc.

1. Hold bracket against wall to mark location for
screws. Make sure the wall bracket is positioned
vertically, with the charger socket at the top.

2. Use a 1/4 inch drill for drilling holes for the plastic
anchors.

3. Insert the anchors and drive the screws into both
holes, leaving 1/4” of each screw exposed.

4. Place the bracket over the screws and slide the
bracket downward to allow the screws to move
into the slots. Plug Charger

5. Tighten the screws to secure the bracket.

6. Rest the cleaner on the docking ledge, with the
nozzle pointed down, and push in on the top of
the handle until you hear charger socket click into
place.

7. Plug the charger into an electrical outlet.

NOTE: Charge the cleaner for 10-12 hours before initial use. The batteries of a
new cleaner are on a low charge.

Keeping your Vacuum Cleaner Ready for Use

Return your vacuum cleaner to the wall holder after every use. Firmly position into the
mounting bracket ensuring that the vacuum cleaner fits correctly into the charging socket.
It will then be recharged and ready for operation at all times.

The plug charger can be left in the electrical outlet at all times, even when the unit is in
use. It is impossible to overcharge the batteries. The plug charger will become warm,
however, this is not a cause for concern. The unit is charging when the red light on the
top of the vacuum cleaner is illuminated.
